Free is the multi-day skipass (2-28 days) for children up to 8 (born after 28th November 2001) if purchased together with a multi-day skipass for adults. All this is made possible with the personal “my dolomiti skicard” chip-card and by signing up to the “direct to lift” service, which can be done at any of the skipass sales points. With the “Direct to Lift” service, you have direct access to the ski lifts, with the cost of the skipass being automatically debited to your credit card, having provided your details and authorisation at the time of subscription. You will receive a discount of 5% for the first five days of daily use, and from the sixth day onwards you will save 10% on the current rate. The cost of the first day includes an additional 5.00 €, which is for the “Direct to Lift” service.
